Installation

4 Installation

Unpack and carefully check that there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep
the equipment packaging. To fully protect the device against vibration, dust and moisture
during transportation or storage use the original packaging or your own packaging material
suitable for transport or storage, respectively.

Lift the device only at the base. When lifted at the rotatable mounting, the device may be dam-
aged.

You can install the device standing or hanging upside down. When in use, the device must be
mounted at a solid surface or clamped to an approved truss.

Work from a stable platform whenever you install or move the device or when you perform
any kind of maintenance.

Mounting options The mounting points for 1/4-turn fasteners at the underside of the device are used to mount
omega brackets securely. There, you can fasten adapters such as half couplers, trigger clamps,
c-hooks etc. The safety cable must be led through the safety eye at the backside of the device
(% Chapter 6 ‘Connections and operating elements’ on page 24).

7.2 Main menu

Press [MENU] to activate the main menu. Use the buttons [UP] or [DOWN] to select a submenu.

When the display shows the desired submenu, press [ENTER] to open it. To close the main
menu, press [MENU] or wait for 5 seconds.

O As soon as you activate the main menu, the DMX control and a currently running

automatic show are being interrupted. The movable head of the unit moves to its
home position.

Ifyou close the main menu without making changes, the unit continues to operate
with the previous settings.

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This chapter will help you select the right cables and plugs to connect your valuable equip-
ment so that a perfect light experience is guaranteed.

Please take our tips, because especially in ‘Sound & Light’ caution is indicated: Even if a plug
fits into a socket, the result of an incorrect connection may be a destroyed DMX controller, a
short circuit or ‘just’ a not working light show!

The unit offers a 3-pin XLR socket for DMX output and a 3-pin XLR plug for DMX input. Please
refer to the drawing and table below for the pin assignment of a suitable XLR plug.

In the following we list a few common problems that may occur during operation. We give you
some suggestions for easy troubleshooting:
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Troubleshooting

Symptom Remedy

The unit does not work, no light,  Check the mains power connection and the main fuse.
the fan does not run

No response to DMX controller 1. The LED ‘DMX’ should be flashing on data transmis-
sion. If it doesn't, check the DMX connectors and cables
for proper connection.

2. If the LED ‘DMX’ lights up without response, check the
address settings and DMX polarity.

3. Try using another DMX controller.

4. Check to see if the DMX cables run near or alongside
to high voltage cables that may cause damage or inter-
ference to DMX interface circuits.

11 Cleaning

Optical lenses Clean the optical lenses, that are accessible from the outside, regularly in order to optimize the
light output. The frequency of cleaning depends on the operating environment: wet, smoky or
particularly dirty surroundings can cause more accumulation of dirt on the optics of the
device.

B Clean with a soft cloth using our lamp and lens cleaner (item no. 280122).
B Always dry the parts carefully.

Fan grids The fan grids of the device must be cleaned on a regular basis to remove dust and dirt. Before
cleaning, switch off the device and disconnect AC-powered devices from the mains. Use a lint-
free damp cloth for cleaning. Never use solvents or alcohol for cleaning.
